6. Auditor’s Report and Financial Statements 
a. Question from the floor regarding percentage of HP budget to the rest of the budget and the difference in Restricted and Unrestricted Assets. Executive Director Mark Brkic directed the query to the auditor’s report and explained that restricted funding referred to government funding earmarked for specific items as a term of the funding being made available. Unrestricted assets have no such restrictions and can be used for any items or matters that the association deems appropriate.

8.  Resolutions 
8.1 Be it resolved that the BCWA Constitution will be separate from the by-laws and shall be as follows:

CONSTITUTION
1. The name of the Society is B.C. Amateur Wrestling Association.
2. The purposes of the Society are:

a. To encourage and develop the widest participation and the highest proficiency in amateur wrestling in British Columbia generally;

b. To coordinate and assist wrestlers, coaches, and officials in the pursuit of excellence in wrestling, regionally, provincially, nationally, and internationally;

c. To unify and coordinate with the BC Secondary School Wrestling Association, other Wrestling Provincial Sport Governing Bodies, the Canadian Amateur Association and the FILA in order to assist in the growth and development of amateur wrestling;

d. To provide and maintain the highest standards of wrestling, coaching, and officiating in British Columbia;
e. To improve the skill and technical knowledge of wrestlers, coaches, and officials in British Columbia;
f. To promote the sport of amateur wrestling in British Columbia through its members and to the public at large.

8.2  To make changes to our by-laws as identified below. 
Definition:

II.1.1.f

Replaced:

Club/Clubs shall refer to a wrestling program that is not aligned with an educational institute.

With:

Club/Clubs shall refer to any wrestling program with at least five registered athletes that actively undertake in athletic training and competitions scheduling of a group of amateur wrestlers. A club is separate from a school team/program.
II.1.1.w

Add:

Whereas school program/team shall refer to any wrestling program, associated with an educational institution, with at least five registered athletes that conduct a minimum to twenty practices during the BC School Sports season of play. The school program/team must be authorized by the school principal and practice under the supervision of a teacher-coach or another designated approved by the school principal. All registered athletes must attend the educational intuition being represented.

Add: 

BE IT RESOLVED THAT Post-Secondary program/team shall refer to any wrestling program, associated with a post-secondary institution, with at least five registered athletes. The post-secondary program/team must be a competitive program authorized by the post-secondary institution. The post-secondary program/team must compete in at least four recognized post-secondary tournaments during the academic school year. All registered athletes must attend the educational institution being represented.

Replace:

Voting privileges are outlined as follows:

a) Election of Officers. Those eligible to vote in the election of executive officers of the association include BCWA Zone Reps (8), Chairperson of the B.C. Wrestling Officials’ Association, Chairperson of the B.C. Wrestling Coaches Association, Chairperson of the BCSSWA, the Past President, and the Athlete’s Representative. Total of 14.

b) Motions. Those eligible to vote include all those members listed in Section V.1.1. excepting the President.

With:

a) Each club, as defined in II.1.1.f, is eligible to designate one voting member. The voting member must be registered with the club. The designated voting member may vote for the election of office and motions. The designated voting member must be at least 19 on the day of the vote.
b) Each school team, as defined in II.1.1.w, is eligible to designate one voting member. The voting member must be registered with the team. The designated voting member may vote for the election of office and motions. The designated voting member must be at least 19 on the day of the vote.

c) Each post-secondary team, as defined in II.1.1.x, is eligible to designate one voting member. The voting member must be registered with the team. The designated voting member may vote for the election of office and motions. The designated voting member must be at least 19 on the day of the vote.

d) Each current member of the Board of Directors, as defined in V.1.1,is eligible to vote for the election of officers and motions. The president shall only vote on motions in the event of a tie.

Whereas membership application will be deemed “pending” until all requirements have been met.
· Online application completed in full 

· Appropriate signed Code of Conduct forms received by the BCWA office 

· Screening results as required

· Application fees paid

· Whereas anyone applying for membership in the BCWA who is a member not in good standing with another provincial wrestling association or Wrestling Canada may not be approved for BCWA membership. This will be determined by the BCWA Executive Board and may also include Legal Counsel.
· Whereas if BCWA Executive Board has been notified of an investigation by Law Enforcement that the member applicant is the subject of a criminal investigation of a matter that contradicts BCWA Code of Conduct, the membership application may be suspended until the matter can be resolved. This will be determined by the BCWA Executive Board and may also include Legal Counsel.

· Whereas if a member applicant has been criminally convicted of any offence that contradicts BCWA Code of Conduct their membership application may be denied. This will be determined by the BCWA Executive Board and may also include Legal Counsel.

· Whereas if a member applicant has been criminally convicted of any offences pertaining to:
· Child Pornography

· Sexual Offences

· Physical or Psychological Violence
